Parenting Pointers 
Mornings:  Reduce stress for 

everyone by having a morning routine.

*Prepare the night before by packing 

lunches, picking out clothes and 

making sure backpacks are packed and 

ready to go. 

*Moms and Dads should wake up 15-30 

minutes before the kids and get 

themselves ready.

It is very important for students to 

arrive at school on time.  School 

begins at 8:15 a.m.  The tardy bell 

rings 8:20 a.m. Please help your child 

get off to a good start each morning 

and arrive to school on time. 

In September, we averaged 1.1 tardies 

per day! 

 

Crosswalk and Parking Lot 
Please only cross where you see a 

crossing guard.  Do not cross in the 

middle of the block on Joliet. 

In the parking lot, walk to the 

crossing guard and walk to the 

playground in the marked areas.  

Please do not walk through the cars 

or park your car in our parking lot.  

We use this area as a pick up and 

drop off zone for our bus students.
