What is it?

This shows the percentage and number of students scoring at each of the performance levels for the Dynamic Learning Maps Alternative
Assessment (DLM-AA) for students with cognitive disabilities. DLM-AA results are not based on raw or scale scores; all data is based on
diagnostic classification modeling. Standard setting allows us to look at patterns of number of linkage levels mastered across the tested
Essential Elements, to which we can apply cut points to define categories of student performance. This performance are reported using
the four Performance Levels approved by the consortium:

e | evel1-Entry: The student demonstrates emerging understanding of and ability to apply content knowledge and skills represented
by the Essential Elements.

e | evel 2 - Foundational: The student’s understanding of and ability to apply targeted content knowledge and skills represented by
the Essential Elements is approaching the target.

e | evel 3 - Satisfactory: The student’s understanding of and ability to apply content knowledge and skills represented by the
Essential Elements is at target.

e | evel 4 -Mastery: The student demonstrates advanced understanding of and ability to apply targeted content knowledge and skills
represented by the Essential Elements.

What is it?

It is superficial (lacks depth), fragmented,
orincomplete and needs considerable development. Work contains errors or omissions.

e | evel 2 -Developing: Work at this level does not meet the standard. It shows basic, but inconsistent, application of knowledge and
skills. Minor errors or omissions detract from the overall quality. Work needs further development.

e | evel 3-Proficient: Work at this level meets the standard. It is acceptable work that demonstrates application of essential
knowledge and skills. Minor errors or omissions do not detract from the overall quality.

o | evel4-Exemplary: Work at this level is of exceptional quality. It is both thorough and accurate. It exceeds the standard. It shows
a sophisticated application of knowledge and skills.

What is it?

The federal Every Student Succeeds Act (ESSA) requires states to assess their learning standards for ELA, math, and science. Each state
may also have a general assessment for the majority of its students and an alternate assessment for the 1 percent of students with the
most significant cognitive disabilities. The All Test Proficiency measure is the proficiency rate for students combining all tests. A rate is

calculated for ELA, math, and science.
